— When the cooking duration is longer
than 30 minutes, reduce the oven
temperature to minimum, 3 - 10 minutes
before the end of the cooking time,
depending on the duration of the
cooking. The residual heat inside the
oven will continue to cook.

— Use the residual heat to warm up other
foods.

Cooking with fan - when possible, use the
cooking functions with fan to save energy.
Keep food warm - if you want to use the
residual heat to keep the meal warm, choose
the lowest possible temperature setting.
